NPSPAC Liaison

Region 20 – Rich Bumgarner reported there was no update to Region 20.

Region 28 – Richard Reynolds reported that 800 MHz / Nextel rebanding would begin June 27th  – 1st quarter of ’06. The process would consist of 4 waves of activity over a 3-year period with our region being part of the first wave. Delaware has already solicited consultants and is working with Motorola to prepare.
9-1-1 Emergency Number Committee

Maryland Report – John Crabill reported that they should be 100% Phase II by the middle of June.

Delaware Report – Terry Whitham reported that as of last Wednesday, Delaware has sent notice to all cellular vendors that we are ready to accept Phase II technology. Secretary Mitchell endorsed the letters advising that we are ready for statewide deployment. We are now in the final process of adopting the E-9-1-1 Strategic plan. With the E-9-1-1 Board’s approval, it should be on its way to the Governor and General Assembly by mid May. At the March meeting of the E-9-1-1 board, they adopted a 5-year CIP. It is a very comprehensive plan that defines projected revenues along with specific projects and yearly expenditures. Highlighted in the plan is the replacement of the PSAP’s phone systems through rotation every 5 years.
