9-1-1 Emergency Number Committee

Maryland Report – John Crabill reported earlier as part of the MENA meeting current status of wireless in Maryland and other topics related to E-9-1-1 in Maryland.


Delaware Report – Terry Whitham reported the following.

1. We are progressing with the statewide Phase 2 implementation. Currently working with each vendor for good tower addresses and modifying PSAP routing. This is requiring a great deal of time, as I have found that they don’t necessarily notice your changes to their routing sheets.

2. We have just been notified that Comcast will soon be offering residential VoIP service. They have purchased their own network and switches and will be routing 9-1-1 calls into our traditional network. They have assured me that their system will not be capable to support nomadic users. You may experience some testing as the 120 day clock is ticking. The VoIP providers will have to provide proper PSAP routing along with ANI/ALI. Vonage has already announced a partnership with Verizon to provide a solution.

3. We are early in the process of looking into Next Generation 9-1-1. There are a lot of questions and concerns that need to be addressed. Our current traditional equipment has been very dependable, but we need to look towards the future. We need to have the necessary equipment to accept any forms of future communication paths.

4. The contract has been signed with New World systems for the statewide CAD proposal. The E911 board is funding the entire project.
