Region 28 – Richard Reynolds reported that there were only a couple filings pending with Region 20 in reference to a build out of a couple of Delaware sites. They have also filed an administrative amendment with the FCC to switch to FIFO. They had to get concurrence from 5 neighboring regions in order to file a second amendment for MO3 – mobile to mobile use.

Maryland Report – No report.


Delaware Report – Terry Whitham reported the following.

1. We are progressing with the statewide Phase 2 implementation. Currently working with each vendor for good tower addresses and modifying PSAP routing. This is requiring a great deal of time, as I have found that they don’t necessarily notice your changes to their routing sheets.

2. We have been notified that Comcast will be offering residential VoIP service. They have purchased their own network and switches and will be routing 9-1-1 calls into our traditional network. They have assured me that their system will not be capable to support nomadic users. You may experience some testing as the 120 day clock is ticking. The VoIP providers will have to provide proper PSAP routing along with ANI/ALI. Vonage has already announced a partnership with Verizon to provide a solution.

3. We are early in the process of looking into Next Generation 9-1-1. There are a lot of questions and concerns that need to be addressed. Our current traditional equipment has been very dependable, but we need to look towards the future. We need to have the necessary equipment to accept any forms of future communication paths.

4. The contract has been signed with New World systems for the statewide CAD proposal. The E911 board is funding the entire project.

District of Columbia Report – No report.

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International Committees:

Member & Chapter Services

Bill Carrow reported that he is the Chairman of this committee, and acts as a liaison between APCO and our chapter as well as Alaska, Utah, and Wisconsin by participating in monthly conference calls.

Overall membership totals as of the end of August were 15,532.

Bill advised the committee has been tasked by the Board of Officers to research current membership categories and work with C&B Committee on possible changes. He is looking for reports to be provided to the Executive Council at the Mid-Year meeting in January, 2006.

Chapter Officers Training and Mentoring On-Line Course begins October 12 & Jan 11. The on-line course runs 6 weeks and is free. It is not just for officers or future officers, but is for any APCO member that wants to learn more about the inner workings of the Association from membership to C&B to awards. Team Instructors are Bill Carrow and Ann Russo.

Membership renewals are currently underway with electronic web-based renewal and credit card payments. There is an incentive program being offered for early renewals.
