Region 20 – Nothing to report.

Region 28 – Richard Reynolds reported that they are busy with rebanding issues, Phase I is finishing up now. They have also filed an administrative amendment with the FCC to switch to FIFO. They had to get concurrence from 5 neighboring regions in order to file a second amendment for MO3 – mobile-to-mobile use. They are also still waiting for several TV stations to clear the 700 band.
9-1-1 Emergency Number Committee

Maryland Report – Gordon deans reported that they became wireless phase I and II statewide. They are conducting tests with Vonage in regards to VOIP and hopes to become E911 ready by November 28’Th.


Delaware Report – Terry Whitham reported the following.

1. We are officially statewide Phase 2 compliant as of December 31st. We have discovered some mapping problems that we are working on carrier by carrier. It seems that some send us the tower location before the caller’s location.

2. Vonage has tested with all our PSAP’s and now are delivering ANI/ALI information along with ESN steering.  It is imperative that dispatchers verify the caller’s location, particularly with VoIP calls. We received a VoIP call 2 weeks ago with good ANI/ALI data, but the caller was nomadic and calling from Massachusetts.

3. The statewide CD project is on schedule. We are looking for the first users to go live on January 24th. I can’t stress enough to make sure your GIS data is correct and not lacking. We are partnering with TeleAtlas, a commercial vendor to collect data. We are finding the lack of good data for small towns and trailer parks.  

4. Three of our nine PSAP’s have received new Positron Power 9-1-1 phone systems. The E911 Board has gone on record supporting one statewide platform that will be purchased for all PSAP’s.
