REPORTS


NPSPAC Liaison – Region 20 – Ed Ryan – In the 800 MHz band working hard with the FCC on rebanding issues and frequency reconfiguration. The next 700 MHz meeting is scheduled for August 14 in Hanover, MD where a draft plan will be presented for consideration. The plan includes consideration of region wide broadband spectrum in 700 MHz band.

Region 28 – Richard Reynolds – The region is still active but there are no open filing windows. The 800 MHz side is status quo other than rebanding. Delaware has had its first meeting with the Nextel negotiator and much more work is required. There is a Joint 700 MHz and 800 MHz meeting on June 16th on issues with Region 8 and concurrence. The first 700 MHz meeting was held June 16th and focused on developing bylaws and preparing to begin planning. The next meeting is August 17th at Delaware Memorial Bridge. The 800 MHz group is dealing with concurrence issues and evaluating a request for an administrative change to the plan. 
9-1-1 Emergency Number Committee - Maryland Report given during the MENA meeting by John Crabill. NENA had a successful meeting in Pittsburg and next year’s conference will be held in Charlotte, NC. NENA continues to work on obtaining funding for the 9-1-1 Appropriations Bill. NENA is working on a response to the FCC Committee Report on Communications and Response to Hurricane Katrina. Working with the NAED to create a standard on average call processing times. Maryland ENSB is working on some policy issues for funding and definitions and cleaning up some of the existing laws. The EPD/EFD/EMD pilot program on the Eastern Shore is going well and adoption will be a topic at the next Board meeting.
